REFORM OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL
The General Assembly,

Realising the necessity to enhance the structure of the Security Council (SC) as a part of United Nations (UN) Reform,


Welcoming the efforts of the UN Member States in submission of diverse projects of UN Reform in the past,


Strongly emphasises the core values, aims and principles of the UN stated in the Charter of the UN shall remain solid,

Recalling previous resolutions 33(1946) and 1991(1963) of the General Assembly, which amended the UN Charter in terms of composition for Security Council,


Emphasizing the vital role of permanent members of the SC, in maintaining the work of the Committee,


Committed to ensure fair representation of the Member States in SC,


Bearing in mind that the Security Council, under Chapter V of the UN Charter, is primary organ responsible for maintaining international peace and security,
1. Reaffirms its commitment to Reform of the Security Council as a vital part of the UN;
2. Realizes that the international security challenges have changed since the UN Charter was adopted;

3. Takes note on significant increase of UN Member-States since the last change of SC composition in 1963
4. Decides to consider the following amendments to the UN Charter:

(a) In Article 22.2 “The General Assembly shall elect fourteen non-permanent members of the Security Council…”,
(b) In Article 27.2 “Decisions of the Security Council on procedural matters shall be made by an affirmative vote of thirteen members”,
(c) In Article 27.3 “Decisions of the Security Council on all other matters shall be made by an affirmative vote of thirteen members including the concurring votes of the permanent members…”;
5. Considers that in spite of the amendments mentioned above, the Subsidiary bodies of the Security Council shall take into account them and take necessary actions in order to match the amended composition of the SC;

6. Notes that the actions of SC subsidiary bodies shall be determined by the Security Council according to the UN and the SC resolutions;
7. Decides also to change the regional electoral block division into the following areas: Western Europe and others, Eastern Europe, Asia, Africa, and Latin America.

8. Decides also to change regional representation in SC quota for non-permanent members as follows: two states from Western Europe and others group, one state from Eastern Europe, four states from Asia group, five states from Africa group and three states from Latin America group;
9. Welcomes further initiatives on this matter.
