II MUNRFE Resolution Contest
The Republic of Brazil, Canada, the People’s Republic of China, the Republic of India, Japan, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Island
STRENGTHENING THE UNITED NATIONS IN THE FACE OF NEW CHALLENGES OF A GLOBAL WORLD
The General Assembly,
Guided by the principles of the United Nations Charter that proclaim the sovereign equality of the United Nations Member States,

Recalling the resolution 34/99 of 15 December 1975, by which the Special Committee on the Charter of the United Nations and on the Strengthening of the Role of the Organization was established,

Recalling also the Article 15 (1) of the United Nations Charter which underlines the necessity for closer cooperation between the United Nations Security Council and General Assembly,

Recalling further the “Uniting for peace” resolution 377A of the General Assembly adopted in 1950, which specifies the role of the United Nations General Assembly in the maintenance of international peace and security,

Emphasizing the efforts of the Open-ended Working Group on the Question of Equitable Representation on and Increase the Membership of the Security Council that started its work in 1994,

Noting with gratitude the contribution of the United Nations Environment Programme to the improvement of the global environmental situation, but profoundly concerned with the possible ineffectiveness of its existing status and variety of instruments it possesses,

Recognizing the United Nations as a central authority for harmonizing the actions of nations, which role must not be challenged by any rival or alternative organizations,
Solemnly declaring its will to strengthen the United Nations authority in resolving the issues of the maintenance of the international peace and security, development of friendly relations among nations, international co-operation and harmonizing the actions of nations,
1. Appreciates the efforts of the United Nations Member States to revitalize the work of the United Nations principle organs,
2. Authorizes the re-modeling of the United Nations Environment Programme to the United Nations Environment Agency under the auspices of the United Nations Economic and Social Council,
3. Supports the initiatives of the G4 countries, namely Brazil, Germany, India, and Japan to improve the work of the United Nations system,
4. Decides to hold the General Conference for reviewing the Charter in Nairobi, Kenya, on 22-24 October 2013,
5. Suggests the following agenda for the General Conference for reviewing the Charter:
(a) “The extension of the United Nations Security Council permanent and elected membership”;
(b) “The review of the voting procedure of the United Nations Security Council”;
(c) “The revitalization of the United Nations General Assembly work”;
(d) “The increase of the role of non-governmental organizations for the work of the United Nations Economic and Social Council”,
6. Recommends to take into consideration the proposed amendments to the United Nations Charter introduced atthe 67th session of United Nations General Assembly, attached in the Annex 1,
7. Welcomes further initiatives on the issue.

Annex 1.
1. To amend the paragraph 1 of the Article 23 of the United Nations Charter: 
(a) To change the composition of the United Nations Security Council from fifteen to twenty-five ;

(b) To extend the permanent membership of the United Nations Security Council with the admission of Federative Republic of Brazil, the Federative Republic of Germany, Japan, the Republic of India, the South African Republic;

(c) To extend the number of non-permanent membership of the United Nations Security Council from ten to fifteen;

2. To amend the paragraph 3of the Article 27of theUnited Nations Charter: 

(a) To enlarge the number of affirmative vote from nine to fifteen including the concurring votes of the permanent members of the United Nations Security Council;

(b) To distinguish the right of permanent members of the United Nations Security Council to cast both non-concurring vote and negative vote which does not implies veto on the decisions of the Council;

(c) To add the obligation of explanation of non-concurring vote by permanent members;
3. To amend the paragraph 1of the Article 12 of theUnited Nations Charter: 

(a) To grant the General Assembly the right to exercise the responsibility for maintenance of peace and security in case the United Nations Security Council is not able to take an effective decision upon the issue;
4. To the Article 7 of the United Nations Charter:

(a) To encourage the higher involvement of General Assembly in the search and selection process leading to the appointment of the Secretary-General of the UN by requesting the Security Council to submit three nominees for consideration instead of one and to decide on a far more thorough search for candidates.
